
tion or glorification of this form will depend upon this very 
sharpness of discrimination or differentiation.) 

While the formulation of all of these identities (with 
sensations, feelings, desires, emotions, thoughts, etc., grow­
ing out of and based upon the original identity of conscious­
ness with form as objective) into what we call the psychic­
nature . . . is part and parcel of that which we label "the 
maya" . . . it nevertheless is governed by the Atma­
Buddhi-Manas pattern respecting the Real-Man, and there­
fore by inverse 'reflection,' correspondences are best de­
scribed by the imaginary use of a mirror. The lowest level 
of the Real-Man is called Manas or mind-level. The high­
est activities of the psychic-nature are called mental or cor­
tical functions. Consider that we place a mirror between 
these two-then the reflection (in the 'mirror') of the mind­
level of the Real-Man would represent the mental-level of I 
the psychic-nature or personality; and the whole 'reflection' 
of Atma-Buddhi-Manas would, inversely, represent all levels 
of the Real Man. When these Atma-Buddhi-Manas quali­
ties, forces, energies or gunas are 'reflected' or inversely 
represented in the personality or psychic-nature, the Atmic 
force 'reflected' on the personality-level is called Will. Will,III 
in this reflected sense is the determinative force of a given 
personality, but in the field of the Real-Man is that power 
which determines and maintains the configuration, and can 
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I	 therefore be identified with the configuration, as it is that 
force which holds the configuration in a relatively invariant 
form. (The Buddhi-force 'reflected' on the personality-level 
is characterized by "happiness," "delight," "buoyancy," etc., 
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,ll 
representing the emotional phase of the psychic-nature. As 

,II we have already indicated, the mind-level (Manas) of the 
1[1 Real-Man designates or represents that 'reflected' as the 
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mental or intellectual activities of the psychic-nature . . . 
or these mental or intellectual activities respecting the per­
sonality represent 'reflections' of Manas [which Plato called 
the Noetic-mind]. But in the present consideration we are 
dealing with Atma, or Atmic-force, in its 'reflected' aspect 
in the personality, as Will.) 

It is perfectly understandable that in theological dispu­
tations, and in the absence of the understanding of the 
structure of the Real-Man and the manner by which the 
Real-Man governs the pattern of the personality, the Will, 
so evident within the personality-structure, would be attrib­
uted to a reified notion labeled Deity. When one prays 
"Thy Will be done on earth as it is in heaven," it often 
seems he is invoking the power of a Will separate from 
himself as a directing force respecting his own personal 
will. If one would pray thus, with Understanding of the 
Structure, and with mind focused on the Force, Atrna, as a 
directing influence respecting his own personal will (as a 
'reflection' of that Atmic Force )-he no doubt would form 
a contact with that Force of the Real-Man which would 
have far reaching consequences respecting his personal 
life; but to attribute Will to a reined idea is as ineffectual 
as general experience exemplifies in this mayaistic world 
with its moil and turmoil, uncertainties and wars. 

Now-the question remains: Is the Will of a given indi­
vidual free or not free? There is a school of thinkers called 
"Positivists" which would state that the answer to this 
question is in the negative, on the grounds that a person­
ality is simply the composite of psycho-logical factors due 
to experience, relationships, etc., and that the function of 
personal Will in a given instance is predetermined by the 
accumulated results or relationships and experiences of the 
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past. In short: these investigators maintain that there is a 
psycho-logical behavior-pattern built up through years of 
experience which becomes determinative in a given in­
stance. 

An answer based upon such grounds leaves out of ac­
count the most important factor, namely, the reflection of 
this force called Atma, as each and every relationship or 
prior experience in the personality phase, or psychic-nature 
activities, involved the reflected force of Atma, and there­
fore not the experiences or results of a series of relationships, 
but the 'reflection' respecting (or modified by) the state of 
the Real-Man, was determinatioe in each instance. In other 
words, no activity of the psychic-nature, called personality, 
can be isolated or separated from the field-pattern govern­
ing its formulation. So, all of these discussions, based on 
psycho-logical grounds, are simply predications within the 
play of 'shadows' projected upon Reality by the psychic­
nature. 

It certainly would be a simple solution or answer to the 
question if we would say: "God has created man and given 
him a will and a choice respecting its use." (Facetiously 
speaking, we sometimes envy those who can do this and 
seemingly be satisfied with such an answer.) 

Relative and limited to a given personality, we can only 
say that if the state of consciousness of the Real-Man is 
accurately known, together with identities obtaining with­
in that state, Will is not free; but in respect to changes of 
state and transference of identities within the state, Will 
is tree. If the state and identities within the state are 
relatively fixed, then for the duration thereof there can be no 
freedom of Will, as it has been predetermined for a given 
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individual by the state and the identities. This has been 
poetically expressed by Harriet Sampson, as follows: 

"Freedom, considered, seems to be 
Only another boundary, 
And liberty a picket fence 
With one small gate of common sense, 
And pointed palings of control 
Marking the meadow of the soul. 
And if in time my fence and gate 
Seem insolent and obdurate, 
And if rebelliously I lean 
Over the gate or look between 
The palings and grow keen for some 
Unending jaunt to Kingdom Come, 
I shall remember in my Wrath 
I set the posts, I nailed the lath, 
And built this sturdy fence to be
 
My own preferred austerity."
 

The sense or feel within an individual's consciousness 
that his Will is free may be based upon the fact that there 
is nothing static in nature; it must be described as a process, 
and therefore states and identities will progressively change, 
or (as in cases sighted in "Healing Technic") the creative 
forces will regress from a relatively higher attained state. 
The dynamic factor respecting a process either progressive­
ly, or regressively considered, cause this sense of, or im­
pression of freedom of Will. Confined within the limits 
of the 'reflection' of Atma within the personality, Will can 
therefore be considered free; but evaluated from the stand­
point of the Real-Man, outside of the play of pictures­
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within-the-psychic-nature, Will is not free. So, the idea of 
freedom of Will pertains to the maya and not to Reality. 
Instead of evaluating this as being in a vice-like grip of 
fate, consider that it is really the greatest blessing possible, 
even though in disguise; for it is this powerful force of 
Atma or Will which keeps us individually, for the most 
part, on the Path or in the Fulfillment of the Design, Plan 
or Pattern. It also constitutes the greatest possible asset, 
for when the state is sufficiently advanced to understand 
or apprehend this Atmic Force, one can cultivate conscious­
ness of it, identify himself with it and therefore secure the 
most powerful means of Liberation from identity with the 
activities of the psychic-nature. 

The mathematical physicists have arrived at a similiar 
conclusion but based upon an entirely different method of 
approach. In scientific terminology they now say that a 
given configuration of units of energy represents the pat­
tern-structure of the field from which it emerged; in the 
Wisdom Teaching, forms have been described as represen­
tations of the state in which the individualized Power-to-be­
conscious (causative in respect to the forms), is conscious. 
Self-awareness therefore is described as that activity or 
energy pattern of which the form stands as representation. 
In these two statements, one from the scientific standpoint, 
the other from the standpoint of the Wisdom Teaching, we 
find agreement on the level of perceptive understanding. 
While we have said that the purpose of this treatise is 
correlation of the findings of the modern scientists with the 
Wisdom Teaching, it would be more accurately expressed 
by saying that these scientists have already effected a 
correlation, or approach the completion of doing so. 

When an individual is reaching the last stages of draw­
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ing thc forces out of the psychic-nature into the Manas-level 
of the Real-Man, he will notice an increasing diminution 
respecting 'freedom', either of the Will or respecting the 
Whole Process. It is not long thereafter that any semblance 
of 'freedom' respecting Will will cease and he awakens to 
the fact that Will is not free. ("Will", remember, is a label 
which is used to represent Force of a certain 'quality', or 
sattvic guna, in the Individualized Field, with correspond­
ence also in the Solar Field-as a phase of the entire Cosmic 
Process. ) 

This progressive process continues until identity is 
made with Will. In the Wisdom Tradition this state is 
labeled Atman, Then Will no longer seems to be a func­
tional force in 'man'; for in his conscious realization of Him­
self, He has become the Will. He has become Atman, that 
Force, in Be-ing, i.e., in consciousness of having become a 
Be-ing. 

This question like any question respecting fundamentals 
shows how the solution of a problem posed by the question 
recedes to relatively higher and higher levels. The math­
ematical physicists have found this recession from what 
seemed to be a problem in classical physical mechanics to 
regions compelling the abandonment of the classical theories 
as established by Galileo, Copernicus, Newton, et aI, to the 
creation of an entire new approach developing out of the 
theories of relativity and quanta. Evcn within these realms, 
final solution of the simplest problems such as the emerg­
ence of a quantum of energy (photon) within a given force t 

~- field carries an investigator not only to that level of the
• emergence of the field from the World-Mother (Logos) but 

to the causation of the activity within the World-Mother, 
eventuating in individualized autonomous fields. 
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Upon this point the mathematical physicists are agreed; 
i.e., that the solution of these problems respecting a given 
field and the emergence of quanta of energy within the 
field, must be carried to the level of Cosmic considerations, 
but in respect to a final solution, none has been offered or 
discovered by them. 

In this respect the description of the structure of Reality, 
as given in the Wisdom Teaching is beyond that to which 
the scientists have as yet attained. We can show an ap­
proach to the solution by continuing with our discus­
sion respecting the freedom or non-freedom of Will. Dr. 
Max Planck admirably expresses the apparent freedom of 
Will on the personality level, the obvious invariance of Will 
beyond that level, and also the recession of the problem, for 
he says, in his book The Universe in the Light of Modem 
Physics": 

"The existence of strict causality implies that the ac­
tions, the mental processes and especially the will of every 
individual, are completely determined at any given mo­
ment by the state of his mind, taken as a whole, in the 
previous moment, and by any influences acting upon him 
coming from the external world. We have no reason what­
ever for doubting the truth of this assertion. But the ques­
tion of free will is not concerned with the question whether 
there is such a definite connection, but whether the person 
in question is aware of this connection. This, and this alone 
determines whether a person can or cannot feel free. If a 
man were able to forecast his own future solely on the 
ground of causality, then and then only we have to deny 
this consciousness of freedom of the will. Such a contin­
gency is, however, impossible, since it contains a logical 
contradiction. Complete knowledge implies that the object 
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apprehended is not altered by any events taking place in 
the knOWing subject; and if subject and object are identical 
this assumption does not apply. To put it more concretely, 
the knowledge of any motive or of any activity of will is an 
inner experience, from which a fresh motive may spring; 
consequently such an awareness increases the number of 
possible motives. But as soon as this is recognized, the 
recognition brings about a fresh act of awareness, which in 
its turn can generate yet another activity of the will. In this 
way the chain proceeds, without it ever being possible to 
reach a motive which is definitely decisive for any future 
action; in other words to reach an awareness which is not in 
its turn the occasion of a fresh act of will. When we look 
back upon a finished action which we can contemplate as a 
whole, the case is completely different. Here knowledge 
no longer influences will, and hence a strictly casual con­
sideration of motives and will is possible, at least in theory. 

If these considerations appear unintelligible-if it is 
thought that a mind could completely grasp the causes of 
its present state, provided it. were intelligent enough­
then such an argument is akin to saying that a giant who 
is big enough to look down on everybody else should be 
able to look down on himself as well. The fact is that no 
person, however clever, can derive the decisive motives of 
his own conscious actions from the causal law alone; he 
requires another law-the ethical law, for which the highest 
intelligence and the most subtle self-analysis are no ade­
quate substitute." 

Professor Einstein was interviewed by a writer who put 
this question to him: Professor Einstein, don't you believe 
that man is a free agent, at least in a limited sense?" 

Einstein replied: "I believe with Schopenhauer: We 
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can do what we wish but we can only wish what we must. 
Practically I am, nevertheless compelled to act as if freedom 
of Will existed ... I am, however, a determinist ... Every­
thing is determined, the beginning as well as the end, by 
forces over which we have no control. It is determined 
for the insect as well as for the star. Human beings, vege­
tables or cosmic dust ... we all dance to a mysterious tune, 
intoned in the distance by an invisible player." 

The ultimate solution of this and all other problems, will 
be found by identifying ourselves, respectively, with the 
Self who is the "invisible player" of that "mysterious tune" 
to which we "human beings, vegetables or cosmic dust" 
. . . dance, while in the maya. So long as the maya obtains 
in our consciousness, respectively, we are free to amuse our­
selves by thinking that Will is free, that it is not free ... 
and with debates, discussions, etc., respecting it. 

The clearest explanation, however, respecting these 
three considerations (the apparent freedom of Will on the 
personality level, the invariant causal factors beyond that 
level, and the recession of the problem to the Cosmic level) 
has been given by Dr. Stromberg: 

" ... We may well say that the heart exhibits a purpose­
ful action although we are not consciously aware of its pur­
pose, which we have known for only a relatively short 
time. This observation indicates that one of the character­
istics of the non-physical world is purposeful activity. 

"Another indication of the same thing is offered by those 
muscles the activities of which are associated with a con­
scious will. In a consistent materialistic school of thought 
there can be no place for a will, as an independent and ef­
fective agency. Adherents to this school therefore claim 
that will is an epiphenomenon that accompanies certain 
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muscular activities, but not others. This, however, is con­
trary to our experience, since we are well aware of a will, or 
at least a desire to do something, without the will being ac­
companied by any appreciable muscular action. In other 
words, the will does not seem to accompany muscular activi­
ties, and it certainly does not follow them. Instead, all our 
experience tells us that it precedes them, and it can there­
fore well be regarded as the cause of action. According to 
the autonomous-field theory, the living field in our nervous 
system is modified and directed by something in our own 
consciousness which we call will, a process which does not 
by itself introduce any added energy into the muscle. 
Since will does not have any space properties, it belongs 
not to the physical but to the non-physical world, al­
though it is in intimate association with the field structure. 
Again we find that in the non-physical world there is a 
purpose, which we perceive as will when it originates or 
appears in our consciousness. Whether or not the will is 
free to act is a question that cannot be answered, because 
we cannot trace mental activities to their ultimate origin. 
The only thing we can say about its origin is that it cannot 
he located in material particles, although these provide the 
energy necessary for its physical manifestations. 

"These ideas are in complete harmony with those ex­
pressed recently by R. S. Lillie. He regards living systems 
as 'psychophysical', that is they are assumed to have both 
physical and psychological characteristics. I quote from 
one of his articles entitled 'Living Systems and Non-Living 
Systems': 'In the adult animal (e.g. a man) the function­
ing of the whole organism as a biologically well adapted 
unity is demonstrably dependent in large part on psycholog­
ical factors. It is true that these have their physiological 
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correlates. Nevertheless, such general facts remind us, 
whenever we are inclined to forget, of the special character 
of the living organism as not merely a physical but a psy­
chophysical system; and they show the scientific insufficien­
cy of a purely physical conception of the living organism.' 
If we accept the idea that all organisms have psychological 
as well as physical properties, will may play a much more 
important part in the development of the living world than 
we have thought. Although this will only reaches our con­
sciousness in special cases when the proper nerve connec­
tions are present, we can still regard it as an active force, 
provided we accept the theory of the autonomy of force 
fields. But since we do not know to what degree, if any, 
our will is 'free', we cannot answer the question whether 
the will, whose effects we perceive, is that of the individual 
or of a more general 'cosmic will.' Personally I believe it 
is a combination of both." 

Dr. Stromberg's observation that he personally believes 
that Will is a combination of both the individualized auton­
omous field and a Cosmic force may be due to a scientist's 
hesitancy to make a statement in the absence of verifiable 
facts; but it is Our opinion that we will find that it is not 
a "combination" but that Will should be described as one 
and indivisible and represents THAT which we designate 
the positive Cosmic Force, interpenetrating and establish­
ing itself at the heart of every configuration within the 
World-Mother. So, at the deepest center of a given in­
dividual resides Atma (Will), in frequencies, the finest, 
and, in levels respecting individualized consciousness, the 
highest. 

We cannot do better in bringing this treatise to a close 
than to quote Dr. Stromberg in respect to the long repeated 
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assertion in the Tradition of the Wisdom Teaching that 
each and every object of consideration can only be ex­
plained in terms of our own Consciousness: 

"In conclusion we can say, that the theory of the 
autonomy of force fields leads to the result that such 
fields can be analyzed into integral, coherent units, and 
that this theory then makes it possible to understand many 
phenomena which the classical field theory is unable to 
explain. Principal among these phenomena are the wave 
nature and particle nature of matter and radiation and 
the small-scale and the large-scale organization in the 
living world. The theory has been shown to be a natural 
consequence of modern wave mechanics. It is also in 
harmony with recent discoveries in biology and gives us a 
new concept of life. It is directly opposed to the mechan­
ical concepts which have until recently characterized 
natural science. It points directly to a world intimately con­
nected with our own consciousness." 

IN CONCLUSION 

Many of our commonly held ideas are undergoing great 
change . . . a change from orientations based upon ob­
jective identity to an orientation based upon perception of 
structural Reality ... and identity with the Power which 
thinks, feels and acts ... the Power which perceives ... 
etc. 

Our ideas of freedom, even freedom respecting Will, 
must undergo change. A violin string is 'free' only as it is 
tightly bound, that is, free to express its clear tones when 
bound and tuned to that which alone gives it meaning and 
significance. This represents and expresses freedom, even 
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freedom of Will. The destiny of each and everyone is to 
become the Will. Each is destined to become so identi ­
fied with that concentrated individualized center of the 
whole Cosmic Process which we label Will, that he can 
say, representing the state of consciousness in that identity, 
"I AM WILL". To say this in the language of the Initiates 
he would say: "Atman am I". In EACH the whole World­
Mother and the Cosmic-Power is epitomized as the Struc­
ture-Function-Order of a great tree is contained in the germ 
of its seed. In progressive identity, i.e., in increasing de­
grees of awareness respecting this identity- not only with 
Will but Will as Be-ing, it is no longer a question of free­
dom or no freedom respecting Will, for Will is in process of 
becoming its own I AM SELF. 

It would be justifiable to assume that the vast majority 
of those now living do not understand the significance of 
the present transition period, but it is a perfectly obvious 
fact that the many changes transpiring will profoundly af­
fect each individual's life and the lives of their children's 
children as well. Relative to our present day philosophical 
foundations, hold-overs from the past, etc., every phase and 
aspect thereof will be so completely changed that practi ­
cally nothing existing will remain the same. 

The full day, of which only a comparative few now see 
the dawn is slowly and steadily advancing. It is largely 
through our leading scientists that Consciousness of the 
p12\net is awakening to this new state respecting Itself, and 
which we call the New Day. 

In the play of our imaginations we could predicate a 
significance wtth respect to this fact. Could it be that there 
are intelligences guiding and directing the advent of a New 
Day respecting this humanity, who could no longer trust the 
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medium of religious or ecclesiastic leaders with such great 
responsibility as the ushering in of this great New Cycle, 
so they have turned to those heretofore persecuted and 
despised ones, the scientists, proclaiming them the real 
heralds of the New Day and placing upon them the re­
sponsibility of custodianship therefor? 

Is there significance for us attached to the fact that one 
through whom this "dawn" first broke, testifies that intui­
tive perception has been his main "tool" and that he, in 
his own person, embodies those child-like qualities-gentle­
ness, simplicity and humility-associated with a Christ-like 
character? 

Is there not significance for us attached to the fact 
that ]rading scientists in each and every country embody 
these qualities and that they rise far above arbitrary lines 
of demarcation exemplified by the cult of nationalism? 

What significance may be attached to the fact that in­
dividuals of this scientific fraternity are "lost like children 
in the market-place" in association with those who are con­
cerned chiefly with the pursuit of profit, and yet, while 
derided by denizens of a 'lower world' as "occupying ivory 
towers", these are in reality building and giving shape to 
"the house-, in which all humanity for ages to come, will 
dwell? 

Is there a significance which can be attributed to these 
eviclences- which transcends our present ability to ade­
quately comprehend? 

As these greatest among the scientists are now leaders 
of the Age and recognized pioneers, at this Dawn of a New 
Day, will they yet in a most literal sense also be Saviors of 
humanity? 

This last question must remain .. _ as only those who 
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survive the immediate future, or those who will come into 
birth, will be qualified .to answer. 

For us now-we hope and pray-and at the same time 
rejoice! For of this we are assured ... the dawn respect­
ing a New Day has broken and never in the history of hu­
manity upon this planet, has a New Day given such 
promise! 
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
